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restored to our church and school. However, that was not the case. There were residual issues with the electric poles 
surrounding our campus that were causing us to be without power. After being contacted multiple times by school 
personnel, OPPD worked throughout the evening and power was finally restored at the school and St. Pius X Church at 
approximately 10:30pm. At approximately 3:30am on April 9, power was restore in the rectory and parish center. We 
appreciate everyone's patience in dealing with this inconvenience.

Third Quarter Financial Update, A Message of Gratitude and Stewardship 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
We are grateful to share a third quarter financial update with our St. Pius X parish family as we continue through this 
fiscal year. 

Through the third quarter, parish operations reflect an operating loss of $11,738. Part of this is due to unexpected 
higher maintenance costs, especially with the HVAC systems in the church. 
We are deeply thankful for the continued generosity of our parish community, including $11,460 in unbudgeted 
memorials and bequests, which have helped bring us near break-even through this point in the year. 
In addition, parish cash flows within our operating accounts continue to remain stable and sufficient to support the 
ongoing mission and daily operations of our church. As a reminder, it takes approximately $100,000 each month to 
operate St. Pius X and support our ministries, staff, worship, and facilities. 

Looking ahead, we have been proactive in evaluating the future needs of our parish facilities. This includes assessing 
upcoming maintenance and capital needs related to plumbing, HVAC systems, and other building infrastructure. Our 
goal is to plan thoughtfully and well in advance by working with qualified experts to estimate the remaining useful life of 
key equipment and to prepare responsibly for future investments in our facilities. 

Once we have a clearer picture of these facility needs and the associated costs, we will provide additional information to 
the parish for greater clarity and alignment as we plan together for the future. We ask that you continue to keep St. Pius 
X in mind in your prayers and stewardship as we work through this important process. 

Thank you for your continued prayers, generosity, and commitment to St. Pius X. Your support allows us to continue 
building a strong and faithful parish community for today and for future generations.
